PCRS-UK terms of affiliation for local health professional groups

Local health professional   groups – terms of affiliation 

The Primary Care Respiratory Society UK (“PCRS-UK”) is delighted to welcome GROUP NAME as an affiliated group of the PCRS-UK. This letter sets out the terms of the affiliation.

1. The GROUP NAME should appoint a lead person (the “lead”) who will be responsible for signing these terms of affiliation with the PCRS-UK on behalf of the GROUP NAME. If the ‘lead’ changes, Myf Gomersall in the PCRS-UK Operations Team must be notified accordingly.  

2. Membership to the PCRS-UK will be provided to the group lead free of charge whilst the group is active (i.e. at least one event or other activities in the last twelve months).   For leads who are not already members of PCRS-UK at the date of affiliation, free membership will be provided with immediate effect.  Leads who are already members will be provided with free membership from the date their paid membership expires. No refunds of membership fees will be given 

3. The lead, through their individual membership of PCRS-UK will be kept up to date of PCRS-UK activities and will have access to the full range of PCRS-UK resources via the PCRS-UK website; including the local group specific resources such as the start-up pack with example agendas, invite letters, event briefs attendance certificates and much more. 

4. The lead may use any resources and materials from the website to support the work of the GROUP NAME.  The PCRS-UK permits the designated group leader (i.e. signatory to the affiliation agreement) to use resources and materials from the PCRS-UK website but does not grant the GROUP NAME a license to copy these materials. GROUP NAME must request permission from the PCRS-UK operations team (info@pcrs-uk.org) to copy or distribute materials from the PCRS-UK website. PCRS-UK agrees not to withhold this permission unreasonably. 

5. Subject to available funding, the PCRS-UK intends to hold an annual meeting for the leads of its affiliated groups in order to understand how it can best support the needs of local groups and to facilitate the development of best practice as well as to support the professional development of the lead  

6. PCRS-UK is pleased to promote the activities of GROUP NAME by sending out an email on behalf of GROUP NAME to its members in the relevant geographical area or if appropriate via an article in Primary Care Respiratory Update. GROUP NAME should contact info@pcrs-uk.org if they wish to take advantage of this opportunity. 

7. Details of GROUP NAME - including the name of the ‘lead’- will be included on the PCRS-UK website and individuals will be able to contact the lead via the PCRS-UK members directory 

8. The PCRS-UK agrees that the GROUP NAME may state that it is affiliated to the PCRS-UK in its materials in accordance with the guidelines in the attached appendix  

9. The PCRS-UK hereby grants the GROUP NAME a non-exclusive, non-transferable license to use the “PCRS-UK” logo in the context of point 8 only and in accordance with the guidelines in the attached appendix. 

10. GROUP NAME agrees that PCRS-UK may forward the name and contact details (email address) of its Lead onto the pharmaceutical companies providing funding for the PCRS-UK affiliated groups programme–if you wish to opt out of this please email info@pcrs-uk.org and your details will not be passed on.

11.  Group leaders are requested to complete the annual feedback form to share details of number of members, events and other activities. The form will usually be issued by 1st November and will need to be completed by the stated deadline (usually 15th November) each year. If a group is inactive, i.e. no events or activities for 12 months, PCRS-UK may terminate this agreement. Affiliation will also be terminated for any group that does not complete the annual form.
12. The PCRS-UK does not endorse the activities or the views of the GROUP NAME and GROUP NAME must ensure it never uses PCRS-UK's name or logo in way that suggests its activities are endorsed by PCRS-UK.   

13. It is fundamental to these terms of affiliation that the GROUP NAME respects and upholds the aims, principles and purposes of PCRS-UK at all times and makes best use of the “PCRS-UK” logo as a means of pursuing such purposes. In particular, the GROUP NAME may only use the “PCRS-UK” logo in a manner which:

· Does not and is not likely to damage PCRS-UK’s goodwill;

· Does not conflict with the aims, principles and purposes of PCRS-UK or impede its ability to carry them out; and is not misleading and does not impose or create any liability on PCRS-UK.

14. PCRS-UK may terminate this license to the GROUP NAME of the “PCRS-UK” logo and these terms of affiliation at any time by giving one months’ notice to the GROUP NAME.   

15. This license will terminate automatically if the GROUP NAME breaches any of these terms of affiliation; or if the group becomes inactive (see point 11 above).  

16. The parties are independent entities and nothing in these terms of affiliation shall be construed to establish a partnership, joint venture, agency or similar relationship between them.  In particular the PCRS-UK has no financial or legal responsibility for the GROUP NAME.
